V. Review and Discussion: Grant PUD Coho Mitigation — (D. Rohr, T. Dresser, K.
Murdoch)

A. Review and Update — GPUD reported that great progress has been made between the YN
and GPUD, as the parties have agreed on proposed language in a draft statement of agreement
(SOA) that closes out the requirements included in SOA 2007-16. The key elements include the draft
SOA are presented below. GPUD also reported that the next steps will be that the draft language will
be submitted to the PRCC-HSC for review and approval and then it will be presented to the PRCC
for review and approval. Additionally, GPUD reported that language related to a second SOA in
development will be geared towards the methodology and data to be used in the calculation of NNI
mitigation numbers. Based on preliminary discussions, YN and GPUD may also agree on several
elements as well. An outstanding issue that remains however is related to what survival value should
be used in the methodology. GPUD and YN have setup future meetings to discuss this further and
will report progress back to the PRCC.

Draft SOA Language:

v’ Evaluation of the hatchery program per SOA 2007-16 has been met via a PowerPoint
presentation by the Yakama Nation to the Priest Rapids Coordinating Committee and the
Priest Rapids Coordinating Committee-Hatchery Subcommittee.

v Future assessments of the Coho program will be based on the project performance
indicators/metrics included within Mid-Columbia Coho Restoration Master Plan. The Coho
program will be reviewed and updated every two generations (6 years).

v’ Priest Rapids Coordinating Committee-Hatchery Subcommittee will be provided the
opportunity to review, comment and provide recommended modifications to the Mid-
Columbia Coho Restoration Master Plan during the two generation review.

v Reports and presentations that addresses the project performance indicators/metrics
included within Mid-Columbia Coho Restoration Master Plan will be provided to the PRCC-
Hatchery Subcommittee for review and comment on an annual basis.

V. DECISION ITEM — NNI Funding Proposal: “Priest Rapids Project NNI Funding Request -
Support to Continue the Upper Columbia Fish Screen Monitoring Program” (C. Jackson, D.
Rohr) ~-WDFW reported they are working on an agreement with their staff for a new proposal to
request basic maintenance materials to assist screen maintenance from screen owners. PRCC
committee members continued to have questions regarding the long-term commitment to this
program once NNI funding is no-longer available. After further discussion, PRCC committee
members voted to approve the NNI Funding request of up to $617,219 over a 2-year period of time
beginning on October 1, 2017 and ending September 30, 2019.

ACTION: WDFW committed to working with Rohr to determine what type of monthly/annual
updates/reporting will occur in the future.

Chinook in Lake Wenatchee (D. Rohr) — D. Rohr provided an overview regarding the lake
Wenatchee PRCC Subcommittee meeting. A key outcome from that meeting was a question back
to the entire PRCC group on what specifically should be the task of that group (1) focus only on an
evaluation associated with predation in the lake and/or (2) be more encompassing to also include
such items as carry capacity spawning habitat availability, etc. The subcommittee has requested
further direction from the PRCC. The PRCC also discussed the Wenatchee Basin spring Chinook
life cycle model presentation that was provided by NOAA at a recent hatchery subcommittee
meeting.

ACTION: NOAA will review the ISAB report and meet with other NOAA staff and report back to
committee at next meeting regarding life cycle modeling activities.

Potpourri - (D. Rohr) -
A. PRCC members will send potential future NNI Funding projects to Rohr for PRCC
consideration.

UPDATE: 2017 Steelhead Survival Study (C. Dotson) — GPUD reported that data development
is continuing on the 2017 juvenile steelhead evaluation and that Skalski and Blue Leaf will attend the
October PRCC meeting to present results. GPUD provided the final report for the 2016 juvenile
steelhead evaluation. GPUD indicated that performance standards for have been met for juvenile
steelhead and that the standard error was +1.7%.

UPDATES

A. Avian Predation Activities (C. Dotson) — GPUD indicated that based on current information,
terns remained on the nesting grounds longer than previous years.

a. Caspian Tern Depredation Permit — GPUD reported that future meetings regarding a
depredation permit will include USFWS, WDFW, USDA-WS, NOAA and GPUD staff. GPUD
will continue to pursue a depredation permit for Caspian terns and that both an EA and SEPA
analysis will be required.

B. Spill Report (C. Dotson) — GPUD reported that both the Priest Rapids and Wanapum bypasses
are being operated for adult falloack and will remain in operation until Nov 15%. Bypass
operations are for steelhead kelts with flows at ~2.5k.

C. Hatchery Activities (T. Dresser) -GPUD reported that adult brood stock for fall chinook
started on September 1st. Spring Chinook are expected to be moved into the Nason Creek
Acclimation facility on ~Oct 15%. Summer Chinook are expected to be moved into the Carlton
Acclimation Facility around the same time. GPUD also reported that it was pursuing the
necessary permits to relocate ~25 cubic yards of material from 1 side of the intake screen to
the other side to cover the main water intake pipe that supplies water to the facility. A question
was asked regarding consulting with NOAA & USFWS. GPUD stated that if materials were <25
cubic yards, the USCOE could exempt the project and the Services would not need to be
consulted on this maintenance activity.
